Hermann Moser

Weingut Hermann Moser is run by Martin and his wife Carmen Moser. The estate is 300 years
old and is located in the village of Rohrendorf in the Kremstal wine-growing region in Lower
Austria. The vineyards cover 19 hectares and are the best vineyards from Rohrendorf. 85% of
the surface is planted with white varieties such as Gruner Veltliner, Riesling, Welschriesling,
Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay, Gelber Muskateller and Pinot Blanc, the remainder with

Zweigelt.

Martin is a member of the Traditions Weinguter Osterreich association (Traditional Austrian
Wineries Association). Members also adhere to the association’s philosophy whereby
‘members regard it as their obligation to express the characteristics of their areas, soils, climate,
varieties and their cellars in their wines’. The Gebling vineyard at Weingut Hermann Moser
bears such qualification and it is said to be one of the most unique types of loess soil in

Europe.
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
